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Dear Friends,

On February 12, 2008, the South African Minister of Education, Naledi Pandor, announced that in future all
school children might have to formally pledge allegiance to the Constitution of the country. This proposed
national oath (heralded by State President Thabo Mbeki in his earlier State of the Nation address) is based
on the preamble of the Constitution, and al learners are asked to ““internalise” its values. The pledge
reads. ““We the youth of South Africa, recognising the injustices of our past, honour those who suffered and
sacrificed for justice and freedom. We will respect and protect the dignity of each person, and stand up for
justice. We sincerely declare that we shall uphold the rights and values of our Constitution and promise to
act in accordance with the duties and responsibilities that flow from these rights.” 1) The Minister has
invited comment and received widespread reaction. Typical of these is a mediarelease by Dr Pieter Mulder
of the Freedom Front, who said: “The oath is nothing other than an attempt by the ANC to, through their
failed political ideology and flawed contemplation of history, try to indoctrinate vulnerable school children
with a permanent guilt complex. It is directed at the past and not the future and will not be promoting
nation building, but will rather be dividing people.” 2)

The Politics of Guilt and Pity

It is a known fact that, even without such attempts at guilt infusion, all human beings suffer from guilt
feelings. Guilt is a vast drain on human energies and a mainspring of human action. A guilty man feels
like a leaky, sinking ship and, unless he experiences God' s forgiveness, he spends much of his energy in
self-defence, self-justification, and self-atonement. To make South African school children ‘recognise the
injustices of our past’ is to fill them with shame or contempt for past history which took place long before
they were born. It isto ingtil in them a false guilt and a false contempt, which will not advance nation-
building because it will kill their hope and idealism. A guilty person, whether filled with true or false guilt,
feels weak and fearful. Remember Adam and Eve. After they had disobeyed, they hid from the LORD
God. When they heard Him in the garden they were afraid and felt naked. (Genesis 3:8-10) So it iswith all
guilty people. The Bible says: “The wicked man flees though no-one pursues, but the righteous are as bold
asalion.” (Proverbs 28:1)

Dr Rousas Rushdoony, the American Reformed theologian, wrote in his book ‘The Politics of Guilt and
Pity’: “The political cultivation of guilt is a central means to power, for guilty men are slaves; their
conscience is in bondage, and hence they are easily made objects of control. Guilt is thus systematically
taught for purposes of control...” 3) Indeed, guilt infusion and guilt manipulation are major weapons of
our time, and a means of subjecting and exploiting whole nations. A well-known example is the
exploitation of Western nations by Jewish demands for holocaust restitution. For this alleged injury world
Jewry has claimed and received $60 billion from Germany, 4) and $10 billion from the USA, 5) plus a lot
more from other countries. Could the instilling of guilt in young South Africans have similar material
motives? After all, the Truth and Reconciliation Commission has laid the groundwork for the payment of
‘restitution.’

Assault on Religion
But the proposed school oath goes further. 1t seeksto force South African children into spiritual conformity
with Humanism, which is the current world religion. “The purpose of the politics of guilt is to enslave
man,” says Dr Rushdoony. “Its strategy involves the destruction of meaning. First of all, this requires an
assault on religion, on Biblical Christianity, in order to destroy the mainspring of meaning, faith in the
triune God. It involves further an attack on the church, family, private and Christian schools, private
associations, and every independent sphere...”” 6) Already, Bible reading and prayer have been taken out
of most South African schools. Children, instead of learning to be accountable to God, are now to be asked
to pledge savish obedience to the State. Rushdoony says: “The communist countries make all citizens
slaves... In virtually all the world today, the citizenry is moving into slavery of the state...” - “The
\ enslaving state speaks much of the privileges of being a ‘free nation.”” j




For instance, the ““ African states formed in the 1950s and 1960s ... became technically free nations, but
ceased to be free peoples: their citizenry became slaves of the state.” 7)

With the proposed oath, South African school children are asked to confess the *““values of the
Constitution.” Now, the religious foundation of the Constitution is Humanism, and its values are entirely
secular. Mrs Cheryllyn Dudley, a Member of Parliament of the African Christian Democratic Party
(ACDP), says: “While the ACDP supports a constitutional democracy, it voted against the constitution
precisely because certain clauses diametrically oppose these values (mentioned in the pledge). For
example, it is recognised as a higher authority than the Almighty God, protects the right to life of
murderers and rapists, but denies the right to life of innocent unborn children, and it opened the door to
pornography and same sex marriage.” 8) - Humanism deifies Man, and its first principle is the denial of
God and Hisvalues. Thus the Humanist Manifesto (of 1973) states. ““We begin with humans, not God. No
deity will save us; we must save ourselves.” 9)

Seventy percent of South Africans claim to be Christians. They allegedly hold to the Ten Commandments,
especialy to the first and greatest, which says. ““I am the LORD your God... You shall have no other gods
before me.” (Exodus 20:1) Hence they should ‘not make for themselves an idol’, and not ‘misuse the name
of the LORD their God’. They should ‘remember the Sabbath Day,” ‘honour father and mother’, and not
murder, commit adultery, steal, give false testimony and covet their neighbours goods. - The proposed
school oath, if implemented, will however force an entire generation to abandon the commandments. It will
take the youth of South Africainto an anti-God religion and orientate them toward a new god - the State. -
But who voted for the South African State to be god? By what power could he enforce the oath? Is not the
State in defiance of the Constitution? For the Constitution promises that ““everyone has the right to freedom
of conscience, religion, thought, belief and opinion™. (Bill of Rights, paragraph 15)

The proposed school oath will impose upon South Africa guilt, paganism and slavery, and therefore it is the
duty of every church to resist it. It isthe duty of every parent to protect his child against such a pledge. It
is the duty of every teacher to prevent it from being enforced. It is the duty of every child to stay away
from pledging ceremonies. Minister Naledi Pandor has asked for comments from the public, and thus every
citizen should telephone or write to her at Tel.

- We promise to work hard and to
strive to become good citizens of our country, using our gifts and talents to honour God and serve other
people by displaying the characteristics of diligence, integrity, and self-control. We will not lie, steal, or
cheat. Neither will we tolerate amongst ourselves anyone who does. - We sincerely declare that we will
uphold the Law of God as expressed in the Ten Commandments and summarised by our Lord Jesus Christ
as loving God and loving our neighbour, and that we will try to the best of our ability, and with the help of
our Lord and Saviour, to live in accordance with these standards. - We will do our best to care for all of
God’s creatures and to improve our environment.”” - With a pledge like this South Africawould be revived
with a new hope and a godly energy to build up rather than to tear down. And walking in the ways of
Christ, she would be blessed.

Resist a“music culture” which wants to win people for the Christian faith by using pagan elements (e.g. ecstatic
rhythms, mantra-like repetitions or trance-inducing tunes)!

Hold on to the Spirit of God Who separates you from this world which will pass away and who guides you into
all truth!
