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Land use policy for the adult entertainment industry:

======================================================ADVANCE \d4
The adult entertainment industry have a great impact on our society. The adult entertainment industry is very much diverse into activities including sex work, adult shops, adult films, adult film theatres, escort agencies, massage parlours. A great and huge contribution to the exposure of these activities to the public is through the media. This includes advertezements on TV, radio, newspapers, magazines, pornography magazines and bill boards.

The impact these media has is huge if we look at the current  facts: 
a) It provides the public with wrong and incorrect sexual information. 

ADVANCE \d4b) It strips away the real world confusion about sex. 

ADVANCE \d4c) It breaks moral, cultural and political structures that allowing men, women and children to be brought up in a sound safe environment free from immorality, violence, sex crimes, rape, drug abuse, prostitution, strip clubs, adult shops, adult films, escort agencies ect..(adult entertainment activities)

ADVANCE \d4c) It is not sex therapy. Leading to misunderunstanding and incorrect perception and understanding of the purpose of sex - the expression of love between husband and wife in a marriage covenant.

Who are the victims of the adult entertainment industry?
a) Boys and girls lost their innocence by viewing pornographic media  (vidoes, magazines, advertizements , billboards and TV commercials)

b) Wives of men preoccupied with pornography and the sex industry

c) Women who are being treated with disrespect and sexually abused.

d) Young women trapped in an industry that exploits them and used them as mere sex objects and objects for making money.

e) Children used for the sexual satsisfaction of fathers, stepfathers, and men they trusted.

f) Men, Women, children  that are addicted to sex - by using pornography, looking at adult films, adult sex theatres shows, going to massage parlours, brothels, prostitutes, escort agencies, strip clubs ect...

g) A society that has become desensitized and dependant upon sex-charged images, sex-charged media and sex-charged money making schemes.

h) Neigbors (In living areas, as well as business areas) that have increased crime and decreased property values bacuase of the proliferation of pornography and sex related adult entertainment activities.

Current status of the adult entertainmnet industry:
Pornography is the main fuel that lits the fire in all areas of the adult antertainment industry. In every CNA, adult shop, strip clubs escort agencies are these material to be found and videos are played to plague, infiltrate and rotten the victims

brains. 

If I ask you what comes to mind when you hear the word "pornography," I would imagine that words like "perversion" and "shameful" might pop into your head. Well, if trends in modern society are any indication, you may need to add the word "mainstream" to that list.That’s right, because no matter where you look these days, there is evidence of the increasing acceptance of pornography and its purveyors. Pornographic actresses regularly appear in rock videos; some have even appeared on the Grammy Awards. And some make cameo appearances on popular television shows.In a popular magazine, an author has written an article titled  “These Women Are Movie Stars." It’s all about the growing acceptance of the pornography industry in this country.Not surprisingly, it is an industry where sexually-transmitted diseases are rampant, drug use is common, and the people involved are emotionally and spiritually dead. Yet, the government argues that that the adult entertainment industries is not that bad. But how did this happen? A large part of the answer lies in the country’s attitudes toward morality, especially sexual morality. The main consequence of the so-called "sexual revolution" was the severing of the link between promiscuous sex and sin. Stated simply, some South Africans no longer believe that a person’s sexual conduct says anything about him or her as a person. It’s know free for all.Christians see this as a kind of neo-gnosticism that divorces our bodies from our souls. The Bible—and theologians like St. Augustine—have taught that sexual sin is a sin against the image of God within us; the apostle Paul called it sinning against the body, the temple of the Holy Spirit. [I Corinthians 6:18-19]

In contrast, modern culture believes that what we do with our bodies is irrelevant to our spiritual and moral well-being. Seeing the people involved in the adult entertainment  industry independently of what they do is simply the logical extension of our attitudes toward sex.Then there’s the culture’s increasing reluctance to pass judgment on the "lifestyle choices" of other people—especially their entertainment choices. This explains why some people can refer to the porn queens, strippers, escorts profiled in magazines as "movie stars" with a straight face. But being able to say something with a straight face doesn’t make it true, and it certainly doesn’t make it right. And the mainstreaming of adult entertainment industry has dangerous implications, not only in the culture but in country and the well-being of it’s people as well.Does one realize that participate and make adult entertainmnet easy accessible causes immoral people to stay in an immoral and anti- God business?

ADVANCE \d4People in the adult industry:
ADVANCE \d4a) Live like a group of animals morally. In any given week's period, they can involve themselves with several different sex partners. If by accident one becomes pregnant, there is no problem as off to an abortion butchery they go. The thought of V.D. or Aids is always viewed as "it will happen to someone else!" There is no concern of shame which can be brought upon them or their families if they are infected.

ADVANCE \d4b) Will not stop at anything to make a few more dollars. One instance involved abducting a young attractive innocent girl, drugging her and then filming her as she was raped by five different men. The sin of porno prompted this terrible action.

ADVANCE \d4c) Porno is said by some former members of the porno industry that it is just as addictable as: tobacco, alcohol, drugs or gambling. It has caused a multitude of divorces as spouses have demanded "more and more" sexually of their mates. It has caused many to mentally undress their neighbors, fellow workers and started them on the road to seduction and sexual abuse.

ADVANCE \d4d) Incarcerated offenders reported high rates of exposure to pornography during pre-adolescence and adolescence; those incarcerated for non-sexual criminal offenses reported higher rates of exposure to pornography than did incarcerated sex offenders. (Cook & Fosen, 1970)

ADVANCE \d4e) Rapists are 15 times as likely as non- offenders (30% to 2%) to have had exposure to "hard core pornography" during childhood or between 6 to 10 years of age. They also tended to report an earlier age of "peak experience" with pornography. (Goldstein, Kant and Harman, 1973)

f)The typical child molester will sexually abuse 380 children in a lifetime. (Abel, 1986)

ADVANCE \d4g) Most of the models appearing in child pornography are likely to be incest victims being exploited by their parents or other adults. (Duncan, 1988)

ADVANCE \d4h) 87% of molesters of female children and 77% of molesters of male children studied, admitted to regular use of hard core pornography. The obscene material was used by these sex offenders for three reasons: (1) to stimulate themselves, (2) to destroy the consciences and lower the inhibitions and resistance to sexual activity in their intended child victims and (3) as teaching tools for the child to imitate or model in their real life sexual encounter with the adult.

At a time when abortion, infanticide, and euthanasia are becoming widely accepted, you might wonder: What’s left that could possibly be called "unthinkable"? The answer: pedophilia, the sexual exploitation of children. Most citzens view pedophilia as an abomination. But gay activists are now openly advocating it, calling it "inter-generational intimacy." As Mary Eberstadt writes in a provocative article in the Weekly Standard, the "social consensus against the sexual exploitation of children . . . is apparently eroding." The process of erosion began at least fifteen years ago, when academics began questioning the almost universal condemnation of pedophilia. Soon, filmmakers and advertisers joined in, giving us movies like Lolita, depicting a sexual liaison between a twelve-year-old girl and a forty-year-old man. More recently, advertisers like Calvin Klein have pushed the envelope, using child-like models in sexually explicit poses in billboards and advertising.The journal of the American Psychological Association published the results of a study that argued that sex between adults and children is not always harmful, and that so-called "willing encounters" should be relabeled as "adult-child sex."  Shockingly, mainline newspapers allowed homosexual activists to use their pages to promote these activities of the adult entertainment industry.Mainline publishers also helped lower the deviancy bar, publishing trashy novels with sympathetic portrayals of men having sex with boys as young as seven—books, by the way, that are available at your neighbourhood bookstores. Humanists, you see, view people as products of chance, not creations of God. So, there are no transcendent standards. Standards fluctuate depending on what’s viewed as "necessary, expedient, or even fashionable."

Them above points clearly points out the dangers of exposing and easy accessible the use of pornography and any other related adult entertainment activities.

ADVANCE \d4
The only way is to make sure that the community standards are used to control, illegalize, abolish and restrict actvities of the adult entertainment industry and not just a few gay/lesbian activists promoting their own cause.

Very little time is given to most and all of the public to be well informed and make known these plans of the City Council regarding the adult entertainment industry as outlined in the policies.

Conclusions and Recommendations:
It is recommended that pornopgraphy material not be accessible to any children or any offender  of any sex crimes. That any entertainment business be at least 5 km from a school. Any entertainment business that would like to open for business can only do so if  95% of of surrounding businesses supporting it. Any adult entertainment actvities that is illegal to stay illegal and stricter measures be in place to stop illegal activites and sex crimes. There's another approach they (government , society) can try: helping the escorts, X-rated dancers, strippers, prostitutes (all in the adult entertainment industry) to  come out of the adult entertainment industry and find a better way to make a living.

Pornography and the Sex Offender

ADVANCE \d4In Springfield, Illinois a 43 year old man was baby-sitting 11 year old Jim and three girls. He sexually molested the three girls, ages 7, 11, and 13. Then he murdered Jim. When police searched his home they found a pair of one of the girls underwear, a stun gun and six pornographic magazines. One of the magazines included an advertisement for a TV program, unspeakable acts about sexually molesting children while baby-sitting them. Anonymous

ADVANCE \d4Pornography is a widespread social problem, so prevalent that many people accept it as normal...During my trial, Dr. Victor Cline testified about the adverse effects of pornography. As I listened to his explanations, I could discern how my own life desires escalated. These normal feelings become desensitized, and they tend to act out what they have seen. So it was with me. I am a homosexual pedophile convicted of murder, and pornography was a determining factor in my downfall. Somehow I became sexually attracted to young boys, and I would fantasize them naked...I would need pictures that were more explicit and shortly the images became commonplace and acceptable. Finding and procuring sexually arousing materials became an obsession. For me, seeing pornography was like lighting a fuse on a stick of dynamite; I became stimulated and had to gratify my urges and explode. The day came when I invited a small neighborhood boy into my apartment, molested him and then killed him in fear of being caught. Over the few years I kidnapped, sexually abused, and murdered four other boys. I lost all sense of decency and respect for humanity and life...If pornographic material would have been unavailable to me in my early stages; it is most probable that my sexual activities would not have escalated to the degree they did. ADVANCE \d4"I have lived in prison a long time now and I've met a lot of men who were motivated to violence just like me. And without exception, every one of them was deeply involved in pornography, without a question, deeply influenced and consumed by an addiction to pornography". Wives of Porn Addicts

11.  I was married to an abusive husband for over 18 years. He used me to act out his pornographic fantasies. Disrespect, anger, belittlement, humiliation, pain, confusion, and brokenness are just a few of the words that describe how I felt as I recall what I went through. I have blocked out so much just to keep my sanity. I tried so hard to measure up and perform like the women and men in the pictures. I thought it would save my marriage. I soon learned that I was nothing but an object to be used and abused for his sexual pleasures. I have escaped the pain, but for a price. My children and I know that pornography is damaging in many ways. God is so faithful, as He is restoring the many years of damage. Former wife of a porn addict.

ADVANCE \d4It began with a casual glance at a girlie magazine but turned into something far more insidious. "Innocent" fascination with soft-core pornography eventually led to skin flicks, frequent visits to strip clubs and encounters with prostitutes. My husband's secret obsession was just that, a secret. Laurie Hall, wife of a porn addict.

ADVANCE \d4I have been married for over 14 years. My husband has been addicted to pornography all this time. I hate to even use that word. He has used printed material, video, the Internet, and has been to adult bookstores. He dragged me into this addiction for years, and I followed along just to please him. But I finally couldn't take it anymore. He became physically, mentally and verbally abusive to me. The hardest thing to take is when he tells me that pornography has had no effect on our family. God help us. Wife of porn addict.

ADVANCE \d4I was married for nearly 12 years to a man who was addicted to pornography. It controlled his life, and nearly destroyed mine. What began as a curiosity for him ended as torture for me as he acted out his sadistic fantasies. Pornography captured him as a young teenager, and its power over him grew until it consumed him. His sexual desires and fantasies were molded by the images he saw in books, magazines, and videos. 

People that was in the Adult Entertainment Industry:
Le Anne's Story 

ADVANCE \d4My memories of childhood are mostly painful ones. I lived in constant fear of losing everything; my family, and my home. Alcoholism played a major role in my family. Needless to say, I had a very unstable life. The only stability I had was that we went to church. Even that was short lived; we quit going when I was twelve.

ADVANCE \d4By the time I reached fourteen, I had totally rebelled. I hated my life so much; I just had to get away. I ended up pregnant and eventually gave my baby up for adoption. I moved out and got a job at seventeen. My life still wasn't what I thought it should be. I felt there was something missing. When I became pregnant again at the age of nineteen, I was elated. I had my little boy, Matthew, shortly before my twentieth birthday. I was totally on my own in raising him. I ended up working four jobs to support us. I could not keep up the pace for long though. I lost everything I owned and ended up in a homeless shelter. That's when I decided to work in a topless club.

ADVANCE \d4My friend had told me how much money I could make so, I decided to give it a try. She was right! Within a week, I had enough money to get an apartment. I thought this was the greatest thing to ever happen to me.

ADVANCE \d4After a couple of years, I didn't think it was so great anymore. I had to drink to deal with my job. I tried to drown all the pain with alcohol and drugs. I went through numerous relationships (abusive). Still looking for someone to love me, I got married. That didn't work out either. I felt like I had nothing to live for. In June of 1997, I tried to kill myself. I eventually recovered and went back to work. I desperately wanted out of the business. Every time I had tried to get out it never worked. Finally, I let God back into my life. He showed me a way when there was no other. It was very hard to do but He was with me every step of the way. I was out of the business three months when the Lord sent me a wonderful gift. "New Life/ New Friends."I don't know where I would be today if it weren't for them. This is a very needed ministry. There are so many girls that are hurting in those clubs. Girls with no hope. I should know, I was once one of those girls. Not anymore, though. Now I have hope and know that life is worth living.

Michelle's Story 

ADVANCE \d4Drugs, Alcohol & Money. That was my whole life. I was brought up in a dysfunctional family and had a low self-esteem. As I grew older into an adult I didn't know anything about life. It felt like I didn't belong anywhere and had no place to go. A couple of friends of mine were in the adult entertainment business and I saw what I thought was happiness because of the glamour and the money. Through time I decided to become a dancer. I found that I was losing my soul and I wasn't happy at all even though I had a lot of money. It was hard but I got out of the business. After that I fought the temptation of going back to the business. My therapist had heard about a group that was reaching out to dancers and she suggested I call. I gave them a call and it was the start of my new life. 

ADVANCE \d4New Life/New Friends has helped me so much and I don't think I would be here today without them and God. I never knew that there was a way out of the hole I dug for myself. New Life/ New Friends has shown me there is a way to get out of that hole. They accepted me for who I was.

ADVANCE \d4I have learned so much. I have learned what it means to love and to be loved unconditionally. New Life/ New Friends has supplied me with support and the 12 Steps, which teaches me how to recover and live a spiritual life. I used to be afraid of God and think he hadn't loved me because I was so bad. Now because of my involvement with New Life/New Friends, I love God and I know he loves me.

ADVANCE \d4New Friends/New Life has helped me get into an apartment. I couldn't have done it by myself. I finally have a home of my own. I am now working at a place that I love. I never thought I would have a job that I loved and where I would find acceptance. I no longer have the desire to drink or use drugs. I look forward to each day. I am so grateful to God. I no longer feel like I don't belong anywhere and have no place to go.

Lynda's Story

ADVANCE \d4I was born in Dallas and I am 18 years old. My mother is Spanish; my father is Caucasian. I came from a good family and my parents have been married for over twenty years. They were strict with me and I now understand why.

ADVANCE \d4During high school I always wanted to be a part of the group of girls who acted snobby, pretty, and rich. But they would never accept me because I was a nice person, Spanish, and didn't have as much money as they had. I ended up being a part of the Spanish group, which was fine, but I always looked to that other group as being better. 

ADVANCE \d4I met a girl in school who told me that I could make a lot of money. She took me to meet a man that would change my life for what I thought would be forever. I was immediately impressed with his huge house. He had nice cars and was very rich. All of his so-called 'Hoes' were not as pretty as I expected but they had brand new Mercedes Benz's and a lot of money. I knew I could soon be the prettiest and richest one of them all.  This man soon became my pimp. My first night out I was misled into believing I was going to be a real escort. I would soon be able to go out with really rich guys who would cater to my every need.

Here I was a prostitute and I was worried about getting in trouble for skipping school! Finally, the pimp let me go back to school. After all, I only had a few short months left to graduate. I only had to complete these last three classes to graduate. I was so tired in all of my classes from working the night before. One day on the way home my dad told me that a woman would come talk to me from an organization called Amy's Friends (now New Friends New Life). It was very non-threatening. She was very kind and she spoke about how she made a lot of bad decisions in her life, too. She had been abused in a lot of different ways.  areas  To tell you the truth, I  was scared to attend the support group of New Friends New Life. After the third meeting I finally started to feel comfortable. We studied the 12 Steps for Christians in the group and it helped me realize a lot about God, others, and myself. 

ADVANCE \d4There are so many good things that have resulted from attending New Friends New Life and leaving the sexually oriented business. I feel more confident and don't feel like I am below anyone any more. I was able to graduate with my high-school class and I received a scholarship from New Friends New Life to attend college to become a pilot. I strive to be a positive role model for my friends. I finally know what God's plan is for my life. I am to help others in Mexico who are often left behind and have no one else to help them. In my life I have always felt somewhat lost and I am finally found. Thank you God and thank you New Friends New Life.
